Bid Price

Testing and Commissioning
15.1 To ensure the manufacture of Goods to be in conformity with Contract requirements, the Supplier shall institute and follow prescribed Testing and Commissioning procedures for quality.

Pre-delivery inspection by the purchaser will not be carried out. The goods will be accepted on the basis of a certificate of conformance to the specification and warranty certificate provided by the manufacturer.

i) to recover from you Liquidated Damages levied at the rate of 0.05% per day subject to the maximum 10% of the Contract price, the liquidated damages shall be recovered only or the stores supplied late except where undelivered stores hold up the use of other stores, when it shall be for the total value of the Contract. The recovery of Liquidated Damages mentioned above can be affected from any payment due to you from any unit of NTDC/WAPDA OR      

ii) to purchase from elsewhere without notice to you at your risk and cost, the stores not delivered, without cancelling the Contract in respect of the consignment not yet due for delivery OR

iii) to cancel the Contract at your risk and cost. In the event of action being taken under (ii) or (iii) above, you shall be liable for any loss which the Purchaser may suffer on that account; but you shall not be entitled to any gain on repurchase made against the supply order.

18.2 If during the course of execution of the purchase order, you are blacklisted by any unit of WAPDA, the Purchaser may proceed with all or any of the actions detailed below:

i) to allow the Contract to run its course till completed in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract.

Indemnity
20.1 You shall at all times indemnify the Purchaser, against all claims which may be made in receipt of Stores for infringement of any right protected by patent, Registration of any Design, or Trade Mark and shall take all risk of accidents or damage which may cause a failure of the supply from whatever cause arising and take the entire responsibility for the sufficiency of the means used by you for the fulfilment of the Contract: PROVIDED ALWAYS that in the event of any claim in respect of alleged breach of Letter patent, Registered Design or Trade Mark being made against the Purchaser, the Purchaser, NTDC (WAPDA) shall notify you of the same and you shall be at liberty at your own expense to settle any dispute or to conduct any litigation that may arise therefrom.

Force Majeure
21.1  The Purchaser will have the right to terminate the Contract without any penalty or to claim penalty or Liquidated Damages from the manufacturer/supplier if there is delay in performance of the Contract by the manufacturer/supplier or the Contract has become incapable of being performed. The possible causative factor for this “Force Majeure” situation could be as under:-

SECTION-VI

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS

1.         GENERAL
1.1
